WR/RS 6'1 195 USC

97 RENNIE CURRAN
Slightly short, but very productive. He should make a very solid 
weak side OLB, and give them lots on Special Teams. Once again 

very good value at the Pick.
OLB 5'11 235 GEORGIA

104 AL VERNER
VERNER as some potential because he is quick and hard for 
receivers to completely fool and shake. But realistically he is 

probably no more than a Nickel Back. A bit of a reach.
CB 5'10 190 UCLA

148 ROBERT JOHNSON

I like JOHNSON on film, and he is a big play waiting to happen. 
But watching him in Orlando for the Shrine Game  he looks like a 

stick figure. He is going to buried if he tries to provide run support. 
I had dropped him from my Draftable list.

FS 6'2 200 UTAH

176 RUSTY SMITH

Whatever someone in their Scouting Dept. saw escapes me. I am 
thinking this is a Coaching Staff Pick. He is stiff, and looks 

nervous in the Pocket. His arm is solid, but I think the NFL is over 
his head.

QB 6'5 230 FLORIDA ATLANTIC

207 MYRON ROLLE

Could be one of the best Picks on Day 3. ROLLE may never be a big 
star, but I think he can run a secondary and make some plays in 
space. He will have a huge chip on his shoulder & has starting 

potential.

FS 6'2 215 FLORIDA STATE

222 MARC MARIANI

Unless this guy shines on Special teams I don't get this Pick. He is a 
slightly short, a little bit slow overachiever that every team in the 
NFL has several of going into Training Camp. Should have been a 

RFA, on Day 4. 

WR 5'11 185 MONTANA

241 DAVID HOWARD

This is exactly the kind of player you take in Round 7. He has 
athleticism, and someone in the organization felt he had pro 

potential. If they can hide him for a year, he might emerge to be a 
solid rotation player.

DT 6'3 298 BROWN

for need, but I'd have liked to see another OL/DT with size instead of some of the reaches they seemed to have made. They did sign some nice players on Day 4.
